· 11 hours of mentoring and tutoring for children in the Foster Grandparent Program.

· 5 counseling sessions to a person who has completed a substance abuse outpatient treatment program through Alcohol and Drug Services.
· 3 hours of instruction or interpretation for Latino youth and their families through the Latino Family Center.

· 2 Boys & Girls Clubs kids the opportunity to attend Summer Sports Camp.

· 1 week’s worth of food for 8 families through The Salvation Army.
· 2 hours of group counseling for 8 troubled adolescents through Youth Focus.

· 19 nights of shelter and meals for a homeless individual at Open Door Ministries.

· 50 children with 1 week of after-school music instruction through Communities In Schools of Randolph County.

· 6 adult Girl Scout volunteers with First Aid training, so they can be prepared for emergencies. 

· 8 Latino children the opportunity to improve their English, Math, and interpersonal skills at the two week Academic & Socio-Cultural Summer Camp sponsored by the Latino Family Center.
When you give $10 a week, you provide,

· 83 “Noon Day Meals” for the elderly through Senior Resources of Guilford.

· 30 hours of life skills coaching through The Arc of High Point, for an adult with developmental disabilities who wants to live independently in the community.
· 1 victim of domestic violence the individual counseling she needs, through Randolph County Family Crisis Center.
· 6 families who are struggling to avoid homelessness by helping them with their utility bills, at Open Door Ministries.

· 1 week of Girl Scout residential summer camp for 4 deserving girls. 
· 1 week of therapy aquatics for an adult at the YWCA of High Point.

· 81 hours of mentoring and tutoring services at the Latino Family Center’s Family Literacy Program.
When you give $20 a week, you provide, 
· 12 nights of shelter to a woman and her children escaping domestic violence at The Carpenter House, through Family Service of the Piedmont.
· 1 full year of programming for a child at The Boys & Girls Clubs of High Point.
· 200 “mobile meals” for the elderly through Senior Resources of Guilford.

· 881 meals at The Father’s Table at Open Door Ministries.

· 1 month at The Arthur Cassell House for a man struggling with alcoholism.
